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REQUEST FOR TRANSFER TO CLASSIFICATION OF EMERITUS

Excerpts from IES Bylaws

Article III Section 2

Emeritus – Fellow or Member

1. A Fellow Emeritus or MEMBER Emeritus shall be not less than 60 years of age and shall have paid dues to the Society continuously for 30 years, including a total of 15 as a MEMBER or Fellow.

2. In exceptional instances, the Board of Directors may, at its discretion, waive such numbers of years, when: A Fellow or MEMBER, having retired from regular occupation in business or profession, has performed such distinguished or meritorious service for the Society, as to be conferred the appropriate title by a 2/3 vote of the Board of Directors. *

3. Upon such designation by the Board of Directors, a Fellow or MEMBER Emeritus shall be exempt from payment or dues and retain the same respective privileges as Fellow or MEMBER.
